1) For Outdoor Picnics, all participant’s temperature shall be taken. Those with
temperature at or above 100.49 will not be allowed to participate.

2) Those with current COVID-19 symptoms are to self-quarantine and should
contact medical providers for necessary treatment.

Basic Procedures to

1) If you are fully vaccinated, you need not wear a mask nor observe social distancing
(except for a few instances).

2) If you are not fully vaccinated, you must wear a mask at all times and observe the
6 ft. distance from others. (For members of a family that live in the same

be Followed household, social distancing among themselves is not required).

3) Regardless of vaccination, generally observe good personal hygiene and refrain
from touching others by hand or otherwise.

4) Refrain from touching handouts or other articles with bare hands or to share them
in the same manner.

1) If you are fully vaccinated, there are no restrictions applicable to how and where

_ your meal or drink is to be consumed. However, you should still maintain sufficient
Meal- & Drink- distance with others who are not vaccinated.

Procedure 2) If you are not fully vaccinated (this includes children & youth), you may not

consume your meal/drink in close proximity with others (except for your family
members who live in the same household).

Safety Points
regarding

Young Children

1) Due to concerns of COVID-19 infection and other safety concerns, it is not feasible
to provide a child-care/baby-sitting program for the children during the picnic
services. As such, a parent (or a parent-like figure) is requested to be with the child
at all times during the picnic.

2) Any child in close proximity to another person (not living in the same household)
must wear a mask and observe the 6 ft. social distance.

3) Others (including the parent or the parent-like figure watching a child), who do not
live in the same household as the child, must wear a mask and observe the 6 ft.
distance from the child.

4) The parent or the parent-like figure watching a child is requested to actively watch
the child to prevent straying away from the picnic place or from getting into an
unsafe situation.
